Mazeme se na ni divat jako na kaminek v celosvétové mo-
zaice skladané 189 narodnimi spole¢nostmi Mezindrodniho hnu-
ti Cerveného kiize a Cerveného ptilmésice, které roéné prinaseji
svou pomoc a sluzby vice nez tfem stovkam miliond lidi na Zemi.
I CCK ma na tomto ¢&isle sviij podil, o némz se miZete dodist
prave v této zprave.

Rok 2014 byl rokem, kdy se Ceské republice nastésti rozsahlé ka-
tastrofy typu povodni vyhnuly, zasdhly vsak, byt zcela odliSnymi
zplsoby, nase blizké zahranici - v I1été jsme prakticky cely mésic
vypravovali zasilky humanitarni pomoci povodnémi zasazenému
Balkanu, kde lidé stradali vlivem vys$si moci. Naproti tomu druha
z vétdich zahranignich aktivit CCK se snazila mirnit nésledky lid-
ského neporozuméni - po tfi ¢tvrté roku jsme pomahali lidem
trpicim ozbrojenym konfliktem na Ukrajiné.

PFirozené jsme nijak neomezili ani nade aktivity v Ceské republi-
ce, které tvori hlavni napln nasi prace, nebot ndrodni spolecnosti
Hnuti CK&CP se snai piedchazet lidskému utrpeni & jej alespori
zmirtiovat predeviim na své narodni trovni. CCK opét p¥ipravil
né&kolik desitek tisic obyvatel CR - pocinaje détmi - k tomu, aby
dovedly poskytnout prvni pomoc at jiz obétem Urazu, dopravni
nehody, ¢i nahlé poruchy zdravi. Umét véas a tcinné poskytnout
prvni pomoc by mél kazdy obéan nebo alespori jedna osoba
v kazdé doméacnosti. Mirnit lidské utrpeni pomaha i pocetna po-
pulace bezprispévkovych darcl krve. Snazime se je v jejich hu-
manni ¢innosti povzbuzovat a ostatnim tak ukéazat, ze nenf tfeba
bat se darovat ¢ast sebe sama ve prospéch druhého. Projevem
solidarity je i rozsahla socialni ¢Ginnost CCK. Ta ma, stejné jako
vétsina nasich programovych cinnosti, tézisté na Grovni poboc-
nych spolki v regionech. Cerveny kiiz podporuije lidské zdravi,
coz se hmatateln€ projevuje v provozovani nasi Détské odborné
|é¢ebny, zdravotnich zarizeni nasich pobocénych spolkd ¢i v po-
radani rekondi¢nich pobytd pro déti. Pomoc v nouzi predstavuje
také ¢innost patraci sluzby CCK, ktera i loni fadé lidi pomohla
najit jejich blizkého nebo alespori misto jeho odpocinku.

Lonsky rok prinesl 150. vyroci podpisu prvni ze smluv reguluji-
cich vale¢né nasili - Zenevské imluvy o zlepdeni osudu ranénych
v polnich armadach. Od srpna 1864 ucinil svét rfadu krok na
cesté k prosazovani lidskosti k tém, kteri se bojd primo netcastni.
Udaélosti dnesnich dn( nas stale presvédcuji o dllezitosti Sifeni
téchto myslenek a principd, coz je také jeden ze zakladnich prvki
nasi mise.

Nemohu nevzpomenout Usili vSech ¢lenll, zaméstnancd i dob-
rovolnikd, kteri nasi ¢innost uskutecnuji a kterf si zaslouzi dik za
svou obétavost. Podékovani nalezi také viem, kteri ndm pomaha-
li pomahat, at jiz jakoukoli formou.

Verim, Ze i tato vyro¢ni zprava mdze byt impulzem pro dalsi po-
mocniky ¢i podporovatele.

Dear readers, you have before you the CRC 2014 Annual Report.
You may view it as one of the stones that make up the mosaic of
all 189 national societies of the International Red Cross and Red
Crescent Movement, which every year provide help and services
to more than three hundred million people all over the world.
Even the CRC has contributed its fair share, which is disclosed
further on in this very report.

In the past year of 2014, the Czech Republic was lucky enough
to have avoided any major historical disasters like flooding, for
instance. On the other hand, flooding still hit us, but in a very
different and a new kind of way - in our close foreign countries.
In the summer, practically a whole month saw us sending out hu-
manitarian convoys to the flood-stricken Balkans, where people
were suffering at the hands of a higher power. Side by side with
the Balkans activity, the CRC also focused its efforts on easing the
sad aftermath of human misunderstanding - for nine months we
helped people affected by the armed conflict in Ukraine.
Naturally, even under such circumstances did we not cut down
on our activities in the Czech Republic which remains the main
focus of our mission, given that the International Red Cross and
Red Crescent Movement aims to prevent, or at least reduce, hu-
man suffering, mainly on its own national level. The CRC, yet
again, prepared several tens of thousands of Czechs - children
to begin with - to be capable of giving first aid, be it to people
in an accident or suffering from an injury or sudden health prob-
lems. Timely provision of first aid during states of emergencies
or disasters is what every citizen, or at least one person in every
household, should have knowledge of and the necessary skill to
do. Furthermore, the extensive non-remunerated blood donor
base is another means of helping to reduce the human suffering.
Itisin our best interest to encourage their humanitarian activities
and at the same time show the others that giving part of yourself
to somebody else is nothing to fear. The CRC social work is an-
other display of solidarity among humans. Social work, much like
most of programme activities, is the focus of our Local Branches
all over the regions. The CRC supports human health, which is
considerably reflected in our running of the Children’s special-
ized sanatorium, medical facilities with our Local Branches or
in organizing recovery stays for children. Help in need is also
present with the CRC tracing services activities, which last year
alone helped a great number of people to find their close ones,
or at least localize the place of their final rest.

Last year witnessed the 150" anniversary of signing of one of
the first treaties regulating the treatment of violence during
war times - the Geneva Conventions, which strove to improve
fates of the wounded in field armies. Ever since August 1864,
the world has made progress towards increase in humanitarian
treatment of those not actively involved in the fighting.

The mission of the Czech Red Cross is above all to prevent hu-
man suffering, or at least reduce it, to protect health, life and
the respect towards other human beings, to support mutual
understanding, friendship and peace between nations without
ethnic, racial, religious, class and political prejudice and strive
towards the fulfilment of the basic principles of The Red Cross
and Red Cresent Movement: humanity, impartiality, neutrality,
independence, voluntary service, unity and universality.

The Czech Red Cross is the only state-recognised Red Cross So-
ciety in the Czech Republic in terms of international law; and its
status is regulated by Act No. 126/1992 Coll., on the Protection
of the Czech Red Cross Emblem and Name, and on the Czecho-
slovak Red Cross, according to which it fulfils mainly the follow-
ing duties:

+ It acts as an exclusively recognised auxiliary organisation to the
Military Health Service;

+ It acts in the area of civilian defence and civilian protection,
it provides aid during disasters and other extraordinary situations;

SPOLUPRACE S BRITSKYM CERVENYM KRIZEM -
PROJEKT ROAD SAFETY

Cesky ¢erveny kifiz v roce 2014, stejné jako v letech predchozich,
realizoval projekt s ndzvem Road Safety. Projekt probiha pod
patronaci Britského cerveného krize a finanéné je podporovan
spole¢nosti Canon. Pro rok 2014 ziskal Cesky ¢erveny kitiz &astku
20 000 eur.

Do projektu se zapojilo celkem 14 oblastnich spolkii CCK, které
uskutecnily fadu outdoorovych akci s tematikou bezpecnosti sil-
ni¢niho provozu a s ukazkami prvni pomoci. Soucasti akci byly
i doprovodné programy a jejich partnery byly také ostatni slozky
Integrovaného zachranného systému.

SPOLUPRACE SE SVEDSKYM CERVENYM KRIZEM -
PROJEKT NETWORK ON RETURN

CCK je od roku 2011 ¢lenem sité narodnich spole¢nosti CK&CP,
které se zabyvaji problematikou netspésnych zadateld o azyl.
Projekt je financovan Svédskym cervenym kiizem a Evropskym
navratovym fondem. Zameéruje se na poskytovani sluzeb -
napr. psychosocialni, pravni ¢i materialni pomoci - nedisp€snym
zadateldim o azyl a ostatnim cizinclim, kterym skoncila platnost
viz a pracovnich povoleni, nebo se z jiného ddvodu vraci zpét do
zemé svého pavodu.

Od roku 2012 je CCK opera&nim centrem pro Fedeni této cilové
skupiny ptivodem z Ruské federace.

PRIJETi ZAHRANICNICH DELEGACI

V priibéhu roku 2014 piijal CCK dvé oficiaini delegace Cinského
¢erveného kiize, a to z pobocek Ning-po a Ce-tiang. Dale pak
probéhlo pracovni setkdni s predstaviteli Némeckého cerveného
k¥ize - Hesensko a Svédského cerveného kiize.

Cilem setkani byla vzajemna vyména zkusenosti narodnich spo-
le¢nosti ¢i jednani o konkrétnich rozpracovanych projektech.

Zahrani¢nim aktivitdim se vénovalo také 15 oblastnich spolkd
CCK, které se soustieduji predeviim na pifhraniéni spolupraci
v oblastech krizové pripravenosti a prvni pomoci. Do projekt(
Evropské unie se zapojilo devét oblastnich spolkt CCK. Spolu-
pracuijici narodni spole¢nosti Cerveného kiize jsou napfiklad
z Némecka, Slovenska, Polska a Rakouska.

CO-OPERATION WITH THE BRITISH RED CROSS -
PROJECT ROAD SAFETY

Justlike in the previous years, the CRC continued co-operation on
the project called Road Safety in 2014. The project is sponsored
by the British Red Cross and is funded by the Canon Company.
In 2014, the CRC received funding worth EUR 20,000. 14 Local
Branches of the CRC joined in this project to organise several
outdoor events promoting demonstrations of first aid and deal-
ing with issues of road safety. Accompanying programmes were
part of the events, the partners of which were also other units of
the Integrated Rescue System.

CO-OPERATION WITH THE SWEDISH RED CROSS -
PROJECT NETWORK ON RETURN

Since 2011, the CRC is a member of the Network of National
Societies of the Red Cross and Red Crescent Movement that
deal with issues of unsuccessful asylum seekers. The project is
financed by the Swedish Red Cross and the European Returns
Fund. Its primary focus is providing unsuccessful asylum seekers
and other foreigners whose visas or work permits have expired
psychosocial, legal or material services. Since 2012, the CRC has
been the operational centre for this target group originating in
the Russian Federation.

WELCOMING FOREIGN DELEGATIONS

In the course of 2014, the CRC received two official delegations
of the Chinese Red Cross, namely from the Ningbo and Zhejiang
Local Branches. Among other events held was a work meeting
with representatives of the Hessen German Red Cross and the
Swedish Red Cross. The workshop was an opportunity to ex-
change experience on an international level, as well as open dis-
cussions of the ongoing projects.

A total of 15 CRC Local Branches participated in foreign activ-
ities, focusing mainly on borderland co-operation in terms of
disaster preparedness and first aid provision. Nine CRC Local
Branches entered EU-run projects. The National Society of the
CRC co-operates with some of them, for instance from Germany,
Slovakia, Poland and Austria.

MATERIALNi POMOC

UKRAJINA

(kvéten az prosinec 2014)

Cesky ¢erveny kiz poméhal na Ukrajiné od kvétna 2014, od zafi
pak ve spolupraci s Ministerstvem zahrani¢nich véci, Ambasadou
CR v Kyjevé a Ceskou rozvojovou agenturou.

Poskytovana materialni humanitarni pomoc byla prepravovana
letecky ¢i kamiony do Kyjeva, odkud byla poté Ukrajinskym cer-
venym krizem distribuovana do oblasti zasazenych ozbrojenym
konfliktem.

Podarilo se nam zajistit pres 40 000 baleni zdravotnického ma-
teridlu. Celkem byla poskytnuta materialni humanitarni pomoc
v hodnoté 4 356 780 K¢.

Nasi odbornici vyskolili v Kyjevé instruktory Zdravotnickych jed-
notek Ukrajinského cerveného krize. Obsahem skoleni byla ob-
last poskytovani prvni pomoci, dale pak triaz - primarni tridéni
ranénych, efektivni vyuzivani vhodnych pomtcek a materiélu ¢i
transport pacientd.

Ve spolupraci s Fakultni nemocnici Kralovské Vinohrady jsme
zajistili odbornou staz pro dva Iékare se specializaci na popale-
ninovou medicinu. Cilem staze bylo ukézat Iékarlim nové trendy
a postupy v oblasti popaleninové mediciny, které budou moci
vyuZit ve své nemocnici.

Pomahali jsme také vytvorit a vytisknout Karty prvni pomoci, které
dale distribuuje Ukrajinsky ¢erveny kriz civilnimu obyvatelstvu a do
Skol. Tyto karty maji poradit, jak postupovat v pripad€ zavaznych
zdravotnich stavd, ale také maji pripomenout, co znamena symbol
¢erveného krize. Zakoupili jsme vybaveni pro Zdravotnické jed-
notky Ukrajinského ¢erveného krize, které bude pouzito pro do-
pInéni stavajicich zasob a nasledné poslouZzi jak pri zasazich v te-
rénu, tak v ramci internich Skoleni Ukrajinského cerveného krize.

MATERIAL AID

UKRAINE

(May to Dec 2014)

The CRC provided aid in Ukraine from May 2014, from Septem-
ber onwards in co-operation with the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
the Czech Embassy in Kiev and the Czech Development Agency.
The material aid for Kiev was transported by air or on trucks,
and from there on was distributed by the Ukrainian Red Cross
Society into the armed conflict hit areas.

We managed to procure over 40,000 packages of medical mate-
rial. In total, a humanitarian material aid worth CZK 4,356,780
was provided.

In Kiev, our specialists trained the instructors of the Ukrainian
Red Cross Medical Posts. The trainings covered first aid provi-
sion, field triage - primary sorting of and allocation of treatment
to injured patients, as well as effective use of suitable tools and
material or patient transportation.

Practical internship training was arranged for two physicians
specialising in burn medicine in co-operation with the University
Hospital Krélovské Vinohrady. The internship was focused main-
ly on introducing the doctors to new trends and procedures in
the field of burn medicine, which should then be translated into
practice in their home hospital.

We assisted with creation and printout of First Aid Cards that
are still being distributed to civilians and schools by the Ukrain-
ian Red Cross Society. The cards are supposed to instruct in
treatment of serious injuries, as well as to remind the meaning
of the Red Cross symbol. We also purchased equipment for the
Ukrainian Red Cross Medical Posts that will be used to restock
the current supplies and consequently will be used in field action
or internal trainings of the Ukrainian Red Cross Society.
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Porizenim ¢tyr vozidel Ford Transit s vybavenim a dodéavkou na-
fukovacich zachrannych stant jsme podpofili vybudovani Mo-
bilnich tym0 Zdravotnickych jednotek Ukrajinského cerveného
krize. Hlavnim dkolem téchto tymU je monitorovani zasazenych
oblasti, provadéni tzv. zdravotnického prizkumu a poskytova-
ni zakladni zdravotni a dalsi asistence obyvatelstvu, a to az do
doby obnoveni radného systému zdravotni a socialni péce a in-
frastruktury.

CHORVATSKO, SRBSKO, BOSNA A HERCEGOVINA

(kvéten az cerven 2014)

Humanitarni pomoc byla realizovana ve spolupraci s ambasada-
mi jednotlivych zemi postizenych povodnémi, dale pak s Gene-
ralnim reditelstvim Hasi¢ského zachranného sboru, s krajanskym
spolkem Lastavica a spole¢nosti Procter and Gamble (P&Q).
Prijemci humanitarni pomoci byly ve vSech pripadech partnerské
narodni spolecnosti. Veskerd pomoc méla formu humanitarnich
konvojt, které byly vzdy doprovazeny posadkami CCK.
Humanitarni pomoc byla celkem trikrat prepravena do Srbska
(Bélehrad), ¢tyrikrat do Bosny a Hercegoviny (Pale, Banja Luka
a dvakrat Sarajevo) a jedenkrat do Chorvatska (Zahreb).

Celkem bylo prepraveno a predano 143 tun materialni humani-
tarni pomoci v souhrnné hodnoté 6 292 644 K¢. Pomoc tvorily
predevsim hygienické potreby, trvanlivé potraviny, ruéni naradi,
potreby pro doméacnost, prikryvky a zdravotnicky material.

We further supported creation of Ukrainian Red Cross Mobile
Medical Posts by purchasing four fully equipped Ford Transit ve-
hicles and some inflatable rescue tents. The teams’ main task is
to monitor the affected areas, do medical surveys and provide
basic medical and other assistance to civilians, until the regular
system of medical and social care and infrastructure is restored.

CROATIA, SERBIA, BOSNIA AND HERZEGOVINA

(May to June 2014)

Humanitarian aid was delivered by means of co-operation with
embassies in the respective countries hit by flooding, as well as
through the General HQ of the Fire Fighters’ Rescue Corps, the
local expat community club Lastavica and the Procter and Gam-
ble (P&QG) Co.

In all cases, the humanitarian aid was delivered to partner inter-
national companies by means of humanitarian convoys accom-
panied by CRC crews. Three times the aid was sent to Serbia
(Belgrade), four times to Bosnia and Herzegovina (Pal, Banjalu-
ka and two times Sarajevo) and once to Croatia (Zagreb).

In total, 143 tons of humanitarian aid amounting to
CZK 6,292,644 was delivered and handed over. All in all, the
aid mainly consisted of sanitary items, non-perishable foods,
hand tools, household articles, covers and medical material.

Cesky cerveny kiiz skoli déti a mladeZ v norméach znalosti Mlady
zdravotnik I. a Il. stupné€. Zdokonalovaci Skoleni nasledné pro-
bihaji v ramci systému tzv. studijnich stfedisek CCK. Znalosti
z oblasti prvni pomoci si déti a mladez proveéruji na postupovych
soutézich mladych zdravotniks CCK. Vykoleni mladi lidé se mo-
hou po dosazeni 18 let Gcastnit programu vyuky prvni pomoci
dospélych a ¢innosti Humanitarnich jednotek CCK.

Z dalsich zajimavych aktivit CCK z této oblasti uvadime projekty:
Bezpecnost déti a mladeze je projekt, ktery realizuje spolecnost
GENESY a Cesky ¢erveny k¥ je jednim z patrond. Jednotlivé ob-
lastni spolky CCK v ramci projektu prredstavuji své aktivity z ob-
lasti prvni pomoci.

Doktord se nebojime ¢ program Doma, venku, ve skole jsou
vzdélavaci projekty OS CCK Jablonec nad Nisou pro piedskolni
déti a pro déti ze zakladnich $kol. Skolaktim je také uréen Zaklad-
ni kurz prvni pomoci a sebeobrany.

Prvni pomoc do 3kol je projekt, kterého se Ucastni vechny
0S CCK v Kraji Vysodina jiz od roku 2004. Za dobu jeho trvani
proslo vyukou prvni pomoci témér 60 000 zakd a studentd.

Dny prevence je projekt pro zaky tretich tfid, do kterého jsou
zapojeny OS CCK Jihlava a Trebi¢.

EDUCATION AND PROVISION
OF PRE-MEDICAL FIRST AID

The aim of this project is to use interactive methods for introduc-
ing children, young people and adults to the principles of first aid
and health protection.

TEACHING FIRST AID TO CHILDREN

AND YOUNG PEOPLE

The CRC educates children and young people within the educa-
tional standards of the “Young Medic” levels | and Il. Seminars
take place within the system of CRC study centres. The children
and young people test their knowledge of first aid in “CRC Young
Medic Patrol” competitions.

When they reach the age of 18, the young people may take part
in first aid adult educational programmes under the Humanitari-
an Unit activities of the CRC.

Other interesting CRC educational activities projects to make
note of:

Child and Youth Safety organised by the company GENESY and
the CRC is one of the patrons of this project. Here the individual
local branches of CRC present activities linked to first aid.

We Are not Afraid of Doctors, or At home, outdoors, at school
are educational programmes of the CRC in Jablonec nad Nisou,
focused on pre-school and elementary school children. There is
also the Basic Intro into the First Aid and Self-defence for pupils.
First Aid as a Game at the CRC Local Branch of Kutna Hora
is aimed at pre-school children and stresses the importance of
child injuries prevention.

The CRC Local Branch of Mlada Boleslav organises first aid edu-
cation for special needs schools and “project days” for secondary
school students.

First Aid to Schools is a project that all of the CRC Local Branch
of the Vysocina region have taken part in since 2004. Over this
time, more than 60,000 pupils and students have participated in
this project.

Child Injury Prevention Days aimed at third graders was run by
CRC Local Branch of Jihlava and Trebic.

Nékteré oblastni spolky CCK na zakladé akreditaci udélenych
MZ CR nebo MSMT poradaly také kvalifikaéni kurzy Sanitaf,
Pecovatel nezdravotnickych zafizeni a Pracovnik v socialnich
sluzbach.

Projekt zaméreny na tvorbu nadstavbovych modull poskyto-
vani predlékai'ské prvni pomoci na pracovisti pripravil OS CCK
Brno-mésto. Speciélni kurzy se vénovaly trazim a poskozenim
zdravi pfi autonehod¢, amputacich, zavalech a zasypani, primy-
slovych, chemickych a termickych poranénich. Kurzy vznikaly na
zakladé pozadavkd firem a byly pilotné ovéreny u 30 zaméstnan-
c. Projekt byl financovén z Evropskych sociélnich fondd.

0S CCK Chrudim a Usti nad Orlici uskute&nily projekt Prvni
pomoc pro pedagogy, ktery umoznil bezplatné vyskolit 608 pe-
dagogl a vytvorit vyukové a metodické materialy. Projekt byl
spolufinancovan z Evropskych socialnich fondd a statniho roz-
poctu CR.

ZDRAVOTNICKE DOZORY

Tuto sluzbu poskytuji OS CCK na velkych spoleenskych, spor-
tovnich ¢i kulturnich akcich.

V roce 2014 &lenové oblastnich spolkt CCK oetfili v ramci zdra-
votnickych dozord pres pét tisic osob.

OUTDOOROVE AKCE

Nejvice téchto akci pravidelné probihéd u prilezitosti Svétového
dne prvni pomoci, ktery kazdoro¢né vyhlasuje Mezinarodni fe-
derace Cerveného kiize a Cerveného piilmésice a vzdy piipada
na druhou sobotu v za#. Oblastni spolky CCK tradi¢né organizuji
akce ve spolupraci s dals$imi partnery (Zdravotnickd zachranna
sluzba, Hasi¢sky zachranny sbor, dobrovolni hasici, Policie CR ¢
kolektivni ¢lenové CCK).

APLIKACE PRVNI POMOC

V prabéhu roku 2014 uved! CCK aktualizovanou verzi Gspésné
aplikace Prvni pomoc z roku 2013. Aplikace je k dispozici v ¢es-
tiné pro telefony s OS Android a Apple iOS a je pIné prizpCsobe-
na, stejné jako pavodni verze, ¢eskym podminkam.

V aplikaci zlstaly zachovéany tfi zakladni zélozky: Naucte se,
V nouzi a Pripravte se, ovsem v nékterych z nich doslo k rozsireni
stavajiciho obsahu nebo jeho Upravé.

Nové byla zafazena témata Zavarny traz, Uraz elektrickym
proudem a Dopravni nehoda.

Upravena byla kapitola Bezpe¢nost vody a potravin.

Zcela nové byla do casti Pripravte se zarazena kapitola
nuti mimoradnych udalosti. Naopak byly z této ¢asti odstranény
kapitoly tykajici se situaci, které nejsou typické pro zemépisnou
polohu Ceské republiky.

Déle byla rozsifena oblibend interaktivni ¢ast aplikace - Testy.
Upgrade prindsi i novinky v grafickém pojeti celé aplikace.

FIRST AID COURSES FOR ADULTS

ORGANISED BY THE LOCAL BRANCHES OF THE CRC
These are courses for driver’s licence applicants, for company
and institution employees, for children’s summer camp health-
care personnel or for operation of automated external defibrilla-
tors or for emergency unit staff.

Based on accreditations granted by the Ministry of Health or the
Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports, some Local Branches
of the CRC also organised the following requalification courses:
Hospital Attendant, Caregiver in Non-Hospital Institutions and
Social Services Worker.

The CRC Local Branch of Brno-mésto set up a project focused
on creation of pre-medical first aid modules in the workplace.
The special courses covered various injuries and health damages
suffered in car accidents, amputations, landslides and industrial,
chemical and thermal injuries. The courses were drafted based
on the companies’ demands and went through a pilot test run on
30 employees. The project was financed from European Social
Funds.

Also, the CRC Local Branch of Chrudim and Usti nad Orlici saw
their projects First Aid for Teachers come alive, allowing a free
training of 608 teachers, including the distribution of educational
and methodical material. The project was co-funded from the
European Social Fund and the state budget of the CR.

MEDICAL SUPERVISION

The CRC Local Branches also provide services like medical at-
tendance at social, sports or cultural events. In 2014 alone, the
CRC Local Branch members provided medical attention to more
than five thousand people as part of medical supervision.

OUTDOOR EVENTS

Most of these events are organised on the occasion of the World
First Aid Day, which is announced every year by the International
Red Cross and Red Crescent Federation, and always falls on the
second Saturday in September. Local Branches of the CRC tradi-
tionally organise events in cooperation with its partners (Medical
First Aid, Fire Brigade First Aid, volunteer fire-fighters, the police
or the collective members of the CRC).

THE CRC FIRST AID APP

In the course of 2014, the CRC introduced the updated version
of the successful First Aid app from 2013. The localized version
is now available for iOS and Android devices, and is, much like its
previous version, fully adjusted to the Czech environment.

The app features three basic tabs: Learn, Emergency and Get
Ready, with some of the tabs going through a content update or
considerable editing.

Some new topics like Serious injuries, Electrical injuries and Car
Accidents have been added.

The Water and Food Safety chapter has been updated.

A completely new chapter Top 10 tips, covering ten most impor-
tant advices on situations geographically out of the ordinary for
the Czech Republic, has been added to the Get Ready tab.
Furthermore, the favorite interactive section - Tests - has been
extended. The upgrade also witnessed a noticeable graphic up-
date to the whole app.



BEZPRISPEVKOVE DARCOVSTVi KRVE (BDK)

Obsahem tohoto tradi¢niho projektu CCK je predeviim ocetio-
vani bezprispévkovych darcl krve, spoluprace s transfuznimi za-
fizenimi pri néboru novych darcti a propagace BDK.

Zajimavym projektem, do kterého je zapojen OS CCK Ceské
Budéjovice, je Studentské krvebrani. Projekt vznikl z iniciativy
organiza¢niho tymu studentského Majélesu, je urcen pro studen-
ty stfednich a vysokych skol a podporovan Jiho¢eskym krajem
a dalsimi partnery. Za dva roky trvani projektu se podafrilo privést
do registru 544 novych mladych déarcd.

Daruj krev jen jako je projekt, ktery od roku 2008 organizuje OS
CCK Praha 1. Jeho cilem je seznamit studenty stéednich kol s ce-
lym procesem darovani krve, a to formou exkurze na transfuzni
oddéleni. Studenti absolvuji vSechny dkony jako darce, avsak
pouze ,jako”. Na exkurzi v zavéru navazuje odborné prednéska.
Od roku 2008 se tohoto projektu ztcastnilo vice nez tisic stu-
dentd.

Za finanéni podpory ze strany krajd, sponzord ¢i oblastnich spol-
ki CCK probihala Fada akei po celé republice. Na programy BDK
se oblastnim spolkiim CCK podatilo ziskat z regionalnich zdroji
¢astku 3 119 949 K¢, z vlastnich financnich zdrojd pak spolky
prispély ¢astkou 1 097 358 K¢. Diky tomu bylo mozné uskutec-
nit ocenovani bezprispévkovych darct krve, setkani Klubu dércd
krve, ale napriklad také tradi¢ni konferenci Cesty krve, akci Va-
lentynska kapka krve nebo koncerty a plesy darcd krve.

KRIZOVA PRIPRAVENOST

HUMANITARNI JEDNOTKY CCK

CCK od roku 2002 buduije systém humanitarnich jednotek, které
pasobi v rdmci planované pomoci na vyzadani v pripadé mimo-
radnych udalosti.

Mezi vyznamné prvky této programové ¢innosti CCK, které byly
jiz vyuzity pfi mimoradnych udalostech, patfi:

+ Panel nestatnich neziskovych organizaci je projekt Jihoceské-
ho, Jihomoravského a Libereckého kraje. Cilem tohoto volného
sdruzeni krajskych neziskovych organizaci je pomoc pfi zvladani
mimoradnych udalosti a krizovych situaci. Ukolem OS CCK Ces-
ké Budé&jovice, OS CCK Brno-mésto a OS CCK Liberec je koordi-
nace vsech slozek, které jsou v projektu zapojeny.

+ Humanitarni pohotovost OS CCK Praha 1 jiz od roku 2011
propojuje ¢innost Hasi¢ského zachranného sboru hlavniho
mésta Prahy a CCK. Cilem je zajistit kvalitni péci lidem posti-
Zenym mimoradnou udalosti omezeného rozsahu. CCK posky-
tuje posttraumatickou péci, prvni psychickou pomoc. Dostup-
nost humanitarni jednotky na dzemi hlavniho mésta Prahy cini
60-90 minut od nahlaseni udalosti.

Nabizené sluzby byly vyuZity jiz v minulosti v praxi a velmi kladné
hodnoceny.

V roce 2014 se v ramci krizové pripravenosti konalo dalsi Ce-
lostatni cviceni humanitarnich jednotek, které organizoval OS
CCK Praha 1. Ucastnici cviceni mé&li moznost si v praxi vyzkouset
postupy pro operacni fizeni, provoz evakuacnich center i péci
o osoby zasazené mimoradnou udalosti. Cvi¢eni probihalo ve
spolupraci s HZS, Mé&stskou policii Praha 11, Policii CR, Magist-
ratem hl. m. Prahy, persondlem handlingovych a leteckych spo-
le¢nosti a Letistém Vaclava Havla.

NON-REMUNERATED BLOOD DONATION

The aim of this traditional CRC project is to show appreciation of
non-remunerated donors, co-operate with transfusion facilities
when recruiting these donors, and promote and publicise the
project.

An interesting project of which the CRC Local Branch of Ceské
Bud¢jovice is part of is called the Student Blood Harvest. Invent-
ed by the organization team of the student May celebrations
called Majéles, the project aims at high school and university stu-
dents, and is supported by the South Bohemian region and other
partners. A total of 544 young blood donors have been drafted
into the donor registry over the past two years.

Donate blood - only as if is a project which has been organised
by the CRC Local Branch of Prague 1 since 2008. Its aim is to
familiarize secondary school students with the concept of blood
donation on field excursions to transfusion wards. There, stu-
dents go through all the stages of blood donation, but only ‘as
if". The field excursion is followed by a lecture. Since 2008, more
than one thousand students have taken part in the project.

Many events in the individual regions took place with financial
assistance from the regional authorities, sponsors or the respec-
tive CRC Local Branches. The Local Branches managed to raise
a total of CZK 3,119,949 from regional resources, and another
CZK 1,097,358 came from their own funds. As a result, it was
possible to organise award-giving ceremonies for non-remuner-
ated blood donors, a meeting of the Blood Donors’ Club, as well
as for example the traditional conference called Cesty krve -
Blood Journeys, or the Valentine’s Drop of Blood event, as well
as blood donors concerts and dance balls.

DISASTER PREPAREDNESS

THE CRC RESPONSE UNITS

The CRC has been developing a system of humanitarian Lo-
cal Branch units that act upon request during extraordinary or
emergency situations since 2002.

Some of the crucial elements of the CRC programme activities,
which have already found their use during emergency situations,
are as follows:

+ The Panel of Non-profit Organisations is a project of the
South Bohemian, South Moravian and Liberec regions. This free
association of non-profit regional organisations aims to assist in
dealing with emergency situations. The role of the CRC Local
Branch of Ceské Budéjovice, CRC Local Branch of Brno-city and
CRC Local Branch of Liberec is to co-ordinate all the units in-
volved in this project.

+ Humanitarian Emergency Service of the CRC Local Branch of
Prague 1 connects the activities of the capital’s Fire Fighters' Res-
cue Corps and the CRC. It aims to ensure delivery of high-qual-
ity care to people affected by emergencies. The CRC provides
post-traumatic care as well as psychological first aid. In the cap-
ital city, the humanitarian unit is available within 60-90 minutes
from the moment the situation is reported.

The offered services have been used in the past and have been
received very positively.

In 2014, another round of the National Humanitarian Units
Drill took place as part of disaster preparedness. It was organ-
ized by the CRC Local Branch of Prague 1. During the drill, the
participants had the chance to go through all operational proce-
dures, running of evacuation centres, or giving medical attention
to people in emergency. The drill took place in co-operation with
the Fire Fighters' Rescue Corps, Municipal Police of Prague 11,
the Czech Police, the Prague Municipality, the aircraft handling
company, airliner staff and the Vaclav Havel Airport in Prague.

Pro pfipad nutnosti personalni humanitarni pomoci CCK na
tzemi CR, pro poskytovani a skoleni prvni psychické a psycho-
socidlni pomoci, stejné€ jako pro potieby doprovodu materidlni
humanitarni pomoci CCK do zahrani¢f je zizen Ustiedni krizovy
tym CCK, ktery je soucasti systému Evropské sité pro psychoso-
cialni podporu (ENPS) a ¢lenem Evropské spolecnosti pro studie
traumatického stresu (ESTSS).

OBLAST SOCIALN{ CINNOSTI

Socialni ¢innost Ceského ¢erveného kiize je postavena na dob-
rovolné préci nasich ¢lend v oblastnich spolcich a mistnich sku-
pinach CCK. Dobrovolnici CCK se podileji na akcich pro seniory
a télesn¢ postizené obcany, pomahaji v oSacovacich strediscich
i protidrogovych centrech a zajistuji provoz linek pomoci.

Cesky cerveny kiiz eviduje 461 dobrovolnych pecovatelek, které
poskytuji bezplatnou pomoc seniorlim, nemocnym, télesné po-
stizenym a imobilnim obc¢antim.

Cesky &erveny kiiz také poskytuje profesionalni pecovatelskou
sluzbu - agentury doméci oSetrovatelské péce Alice, jejichz zdra-
votnicti pracovnici provedli v roce 2014 pfi navstévach u klientd
457 869 zdravotnich vykon(. Evidovanych 13 agentur zaméstna-
valo celkem 104 osob.

Jednotlivé oblastni spolky CCK také provozuji rtizné typy social-
nich zarizeni ¢i poskytuji dalsi socialni sluzby:

+ 0S CCK Beroun provozuje Azylovy diim Berounka a Diim na
pul cesty, kde od roku 2001 nachézeji Gtocisté a pomoc zeny
v krizi, matky s détmi a mladi lidé do 26 let opoustéjici Skolska
zarizeni pro vykon Ustavni nebo vychovné péce ¢i osoby prichéa-
zejici z vykonu trestu.

+ 0OS CCK Brno provozuje Socialni pobytovou sluzbu - odleh-
Covaci sluzby, kterd je uréena pro seniory se snizenou sobéstac-
nosti z davodu véku, chronického onemocnéni nebo zdravot-
niho postizeni, o které je jinak pecovano v jejich prirozeném
socidlnim prostredi. Kapacita zarizeni je 15 osob.

+ 0S CCK Hradec Kralové provozuje ve Véestarech Chranéné
bydleni DaMPi pro devét uZivatelt ve véku 18-64 let. K dispozici
je Zendm i muzim s lehkou ¢i stfedné t€éZkou mentalni retardaci
a kombinovanym, smyslovym postizenim.

+ OS CCK Ji¢in provozuje Azylovy diim - pobytové sluzby ur-
¢eny pro matky s détmi a mladé dospélé ve veéku 18 az 26 let,
kteri se nachazeji v nepfriznivé socialni situaci spojené se ztratou
bydleni. Sluzby zahrnuji kromé ubytovéni, poskytovani stravy
a podminek pro pripravu stravy také zakladni socidlni a pravni
poradenstvi.

+ OS CCK Karvina provozuje Gerontocentrum CCK v Ceském
Teésingé uz od roku 1994. Zarizeni ma kapacitu 33 IGzek a slouzi
seniordm stars$im 80 let. O jejich zdravi, pohodli a aktivni starf
zde pecuje celkem 16 zaméstnancd.

+ 0S CCK Kladno provozuje Azylovy dtim a diim socialni péce.
Cilovou skupinou tohoto zafizeni jsou ohrozené déti a mladez,
etnické mensiny, migranti, obéti trestné c¢innosti, bezdomovci,
zavisli na ndvykovych latkach apod. Vedle azylu a krizové pomoci
zde funguje i terénni sluzba.

+0S CCK Litoméfice provozuje Dechovy rehabilitagni stacionaf
pro déti, ktery umoznuje denni pobyt zdravotné oslabenym deé-
tem ve véku od 2 do 6 let, jez nemohou navstévovat bézna détska
predskolni zarizeni. Oblastni spolek také provozuje protidrogové
centrum, které poskytuje poradenské sluzby a linky pomoci, spo-
lupracuje s protidrogovymi komisemi mistné prislusnych aradd,
odborniky z oboru psychologie a psychiatrie a zajistuje socialni
i zdravotni servis.

+ 0S CCK Louny provozuje Azylovy diim pro muze v Lounech
av Zatci. Muzi ve véku od 18 let, kteff se ocitli v nepfiznivé social-
ni situaci spojené se ztratou bydleni, zde naleznou pomoc pro
novy start - od ubytovani a stravy pres hygienu az po pomoc
s vyfizenim nejnutnéjsich formalit.

EMERGENCY RESPONSE UNIT

The CRC Emergency Response Unit has been set up in cases of
need for the CRC personal Humanitarian Emergency Help, pro-
vision or education in the psychological first-aid and psychoso-
cial help, as well as for delivery of the CRC material humanitarian
aid abroad. The Emergency Response Unit is part of the ENPS
(European Network for Psychosocial Support) and a member of
ESTSS (European Society for Traumatic Stress Studies).

SOCIAL WORK

Czech Red Cross social work is based on voluntary work of our
members in the CRC Local Branches and Local Groups. The
CRC volunteers take part in activities for the elderly and disabled
citizens. They help in clothing centres as well as in anti-drug cen-
tres and ensure the operation of help lines.

The Czech Red Cross registers 461 volunteer caregivers who
provide free help to the elderly, the sick and physically disabled
or immobile people.

Furthermore, the CRC also offers professional nursing care -
agencies of home nursing care Alice, whose medical staff have
performed 457,869 medical procedures during their visits to
patients in the year 2014. The registered 13 agencies employed
a total of 104 people.

Individual CRC Local Groups also run various types of social fa-
cilities or offer other social services:

+ The CRC Local Branch of Beroun runs Asylum House Beroun-
ka and the Halfway House Berounka. Since 2001, women in
crisis situations, mothers with children and young people below
26 who left schools to enter institutional or educational custody
or returned from prison can find refuge here.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Brno runs the Social Accommoda-
tion Care - Relief Services, intended for seniors with reduced
self-sufficiency due to their age, chronic illnesses or disabilities,
otherwise taken care of in their natural social environment. The
facility’s capacity is 15 people.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Hradec Krélové operates a Protec-
tive Housing DaMPi in Vsestary for nine clients aged 18 to 64.
Itis intended for women and men with mild to moderate mental
retardation and combined sensory impairment.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Ji¢in runs the Asylum House - long
stay services, intended for mothers with children and young
adults aged 18 to 26, who find themselves in an adverse social
situation affected by loss of housing. Apart from accommoda-
tion, services include food and facilities for food preparation, as
well as basic social and legal advisory.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Karvina has been running the CRC
Geriatric Centre in Cesky Tésin since 1994. The facility sleeps 33
people. A total of 16 employees take care of health, comfort and
activities of seniors who are 80 years and older.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Kladno runs the Asylum and Social
Care House. The target group of this facility are endangered chil-
dren and youth, ethnic minorities, migrants, crime victims, the
homeless, drug addicts, etc. Apart from asylum and crisis help,
the facility also provides field services.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Litomérice runs the Respiratory Re-
habilitation Day Care for Children, which provides day stays for
children aged 2 to 6, who can't visit regular pre-school facilities.
The branch also runs an anti-drug centre with advisory services
and help lines, cooperates with anti-drug committees of local au-
thorities and with specialists in psychiatry and psychology. Last
but not least, it also provides social and medical services.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Louny runs the Asylum House for
Men in Louny and Zatec. Here, men above 18 who have found
themselves in an adverse social situation connected with a loss
of housing can seek help to a new start - this includes accommo-
dation, food and hygiene, as well as assistance with taking care
of the most necessary formalities.



+ OS CCK Mlada Boleslav provozuje od roku 2004 Diim pége
CCK, ktery disponuje 15 Itizky a poskytuje klientim dva typy
péce: naslednou lGzkovou péci, jejimz cilem je zlepseni zdravot-
niho stavu klienta a jeho navrat do rodinného prostredi, a palia-
tivni péci. Soucasna kapacita zarizeni vSak zdaleka nepokryva
potrebu paliativni péce ve spadové oblasti. Proto je vedena rada
jednani s cilem ziskat finan¢ni prostredky pro rozsireni kapacity
na 25 az 30 ltzek.

+ OS CCK Olomouc provozuje ordinaci praktického lékare pro
dospélé a Domy CCK. Ubytovani je zde uréeno ob¢antim, ktefi
se octli v tizivé bytové situaci, kterou sice nemohou momentalné
vyresit, ale maji predpoklady pro ziskani odpovidajiciho bydleni
v nékolikaletém ¢asovém horizontu, a také seniorim. Soucasti
zarizeni je Stredisko rané péce o novorozence.

+ OS CCK Ostrava provozuje v Moravské Ostravé Regeneraéni
a senior centrum CCK. AZ 20 seniort zde mtZe aktivné travit ¢as
cvi¢enim jogy a gynegymnastiky, vyuZzit saunu, zajit si na masaz
nebo na prednasku ¢i besedu.

+0S CCK Praha 9 provozuje Diim socialnich sluzeb pro seniory,
Gerontocentrum Slunné stari s komplexni pé¢i a Domov Hej-
nicka pro seniory s chronickym dusevnim onemocnénim. Sluzeb
téchto zafizeni s nepretrzitou péci vyuziva celkem 77 seniord.

+ 0S CCK Prerov provozuje Ubytovnu pro bezdomovce s celko-
vou kapacitou 70 lazek.

+ OS CCK Svitavy provozuje Azylovy diim pro matky s détmi.
Cilovou skupinou jsou nejen matky s détmi, ale i t€hotné Zeny
a zeny cekajici na vyjadreni soudu o svereni déti do vlastni péce.
+ OS CCK Teplice provozuje Domov se zvlatnim rezimem. Az
12 osob s chronickym dusevnim onemocnénim zde nalezne uby-
tovani a veskerou potrebnou pomoc véetné socidlné-terapeutic-
kych a aktiviza¢nich ¢innosti.

+ 0S CCK Zlin provozuje azylové zafizeni a nizkoprahové denni
centrum pro osoby bez pfistiesi - Azylovy diim, Nizkoprahové
denni centrum a Nocleharnu. Tato tfi zarizeni soustredi na jed-
nom misteé kratkodobou i dlouhodobou pomoc s ubytovanim,
stravou, hygienou, uplatiovanim prav a obstaravanim osobnich
zalezitosti.

+ OS CCK Jihlava, Liberec a Pelhfimov provozuji dopravni zdra-
votnickou sluzbu.

Nékteré oblastni spolky CCK provozuji také o$acovaci stiediska.
V ramci socialni &innosti usporadalo 22 OS CCK také rekondieni
pobyty pro 2 972 senior(, déale zorganizovaly akademie tretiho
véku ¢i prednaskové akce pro 11 073 tGcastnikl. Nékteré oblastni
spolky provozuiji i kluby senior.

Mezi zajimavé akce porddané pro seniory patfil také seminar
s nazvem Problematiky seniorského véku, ktery realizoval OS
CCK Karlovy Vary. U¢astnici seminafe méli moznost vyzkouset
si specialni ,gerontooblek”, ktery simuluje pocit stafi a nemo-
ci s nim spojenych, napriklad zhorsené vidéni, nedoslychavost
nebo naruseni jemné motoriky. Projekt byl poprvé uveden do
praxe ve Svycarsku a Rakousku a postupné se dostava i do Ceské
republiky.

HELP TRANS - POMOCV POHYBU

Projekt je zaméren na pomoc zdravotné postizenym a starym
lidem. V ramci projektu se dobrovolnici snazi umoznit bézné
¢innosti lidem, kteri s ohledem na své postizeni, omezeni i vek
potrebuiji asistenci. Projekt zahrnuje provoz dispecinkd, zajisto-
vani osobni asistence, ndkupt a navstév, dale pak senior dopra-
vu, kterd v ramci projektu nabizi socidIni prepravu pro seniory,
osoby se zdravotnim postizenim a rodice s détmi.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Mlada Boleslav has been running the
CRC House of Care since 2004. It sleeps 15 people and offers
its clients two types of care - a follow-up bed care, whose aim
is to improve the clients’ health so they can return to their home
environment, and palliative care. However, the current capacity
proves insufficient as far as the palliative care in the catchment
area is concerned. Given this, negotiations are held in order to
obtain further funding which would help to increase the bed ca-
pacity to 25 or 30 beds.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Olomouc runs the CRC Houses and
a GP office for adults. Accommodation in these facilities is in-
tended for people in a difficult home situation and who aren't
able to solve the problem at the moment, however it can be ex-
pected that they will do so in the horizon of several years. Anoth-
er group this facility is intended for are senior citizens. Part of the
facility is a Newborn Care Centre.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Ostrava runs the CRC Regeneration
and Senior Centre in Moravska Ostrava. Up to 20 seniors can
spend their active time here, doing yoga or gynogymnastics, us-
ing the sauna, having a massage or going to lectures and talks.
+ The CRC Local Branch of Prague 9 runs the Home of Social
Services for seniors, Geriatric Centre Slunné stari - Sunny Old
Age with complex care and Home Hejnicka for seniors with
chronic mental iliness. A total of 77 seniors use the services of
these facilities with continuous care.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Prerov runs a Homeless Shelter with
a total capacity of 70 beds.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Svitavy runs an Asylum House for
mothers with children. The target group are mothers with chil-
dren, pregnant women and women awaiting a court decision
about their children custody.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Teplice runs the Home with a Special
Regime. Up to 12 people with chronic mental illness can find
accommodation here, as well as all necessary help including so-
cio-therapeutic and stimulation activities.

+ The CRC Local Branch of Zlin runs the Asylum Facility and
a Low-threshold Day Centre for the homeless - Asylum House,
Low-threshold Day Centre and a Doss House. These three facil-
ities bring together a long-term and short-term help with accom-
modation, food, hygiene, claiming of one’s rights and taking care
of personal matters.

+ The CRC Local Branches of Jihlava, Liberec and Pelhfimov en-
gage in traffic health care.

Some CRC Local Branches also run clothing centres.

As part of their social activities, 22 CRC Local Branches organ-
ized recovery stays for 2,972 seniors. They also organized sen-
ior academies and lectures for 11,073 participants. Some Local
Branches also run Senior Clubs.

An interesting project for seniors was also a seminar cycle called
Senior citizen issues, which was organized by the CRC Local
Branch of Karlovy Vary. The seminar participants had an exclu-
sive opportunity of trying on a special “gerontosuit”, which sim-
ulates the feeling of being old and the ailments associated with
it, for instance impaired vision, hardness of hearing or disruption
of fine motor skills. The project was first launched in Switzer-
land and Austria and is gradually finding its way into the Czech
Repubilic.

HELP TRANS - HELP IN MOTION

The project focuses on help to the physically disabled and senior
citizens. As part of the project, the volunteers try to introduce
the people in need of assistance (with regard to their disability
or age) closer to everyday activities. The project involves opera-
tion of dispatching centers, arrangement of personal assistance,
shopping service and paying them visits, as well as senior trans-
portation which offers welfare transportation for senior citizens,
disabled people and parents with children.



PRATELSKA MISTA

Cilem projektu je vytvorit narodni sit certifikovanych poskytova-
telt sluZzeb (predevsim v oblastech ubytovacich sluzeb, kultury,
zébavy, sportu a stravovani), u kterych by klienti, zakaznici ¢i na-
vstévnici s nejraznéjsimi typy omezeni méli garanci profesional-
niho pristupu a dostupnosti sluzeb.

Soucasti certifikace je kromé absolvovani odborného kurzu
v délce trvani 20 hodin také posouzeni pristupnosti prostor pro
osoby se specifickymi potrfebami - tedy pro osoby se snizenou
pohyblivosti, lidi se smyslovym postizenim nebo seniory.

V prabéhu péti let trvani projektu bylo v této normé vyskoleno
témér tisic osob z 53 organizaci. Mezi nase klienty pati napriklad
Ceska spofitelna, Botanicka zahrada, Krajské Gfady Jihomorav-
ského, Karlovarského, Krélovéhradeckého ¢i Plzenského kraje,
Nérodni knihovna a také celé rada hoteld.

REKONDICNi POBYTY

PRO ZDRAVOTNE POSTIZENE DETI

V roce 2014 organizovaly tyto pobyty celkem tfi oblastni spolky.
Tuzemské rekondic¢ni pobyty jsou uréeny zdravotné oslabenym
détem, které v dUsledku chronického onemocnéni nebo z nut-
nosti zvyseného zdravotnického dohledu nemohou jet na bézny
détsky tabor. Rekondi¢ni pobyty byly koncipovény jako pokra-
¢ovani Iécebné preventivni a vychovné péce poskytované témto
détem v pribéhu roku. Tuzemské rekondicni pobyty se konaly
pro déti s diagndézami enuresis nocturna, epilepsie a mentalni
postizeni.

PATRACI SLUZBA CCK

Tato specializovana sluzba CCK vyfidila v roce 2014 celkem 1864
zadosti tykajicich se predevsim patrani po migrujicich ¢lenech ro-
din zejména z Asie a Afriky rozdélenych na cesté do Evropy. | na-
déle pokracovalo péatrani po osudu osob nezvéstnych z obdobi
druhé svétové valky, zajistovani doklad souvisejicich s vale¢nou
perzekuci a patrani po hrobech vojakd padlych ve druhé svétové
vélce. Rozséhlou cinnosti bylo i patrani po osobach, s nimiz nej-
blizsi pribuzni néhle ztratili kontakt ze zdravotnich nebo jinych
zéavaznych divoda.

EDICNi CINNOST

V ramci edi¢ni &innosti Ceského &erveného kiize jsou vydavany
prirucky a publikace urcené jak pro interni potr'eby spolecnosti,
tak pro potreby verejnosti.

Tradi¢nimi edi¢nimi tituly byly Magazin mladého zdravotnika
a Vyro¢ni zprava CCK za rok 2013.

MEZINARODNI HUMANITARNI PRAVO

Humanitarni pravo jsou normy mezinarodné platné v ozbroje-
nych konfliktech. Jejich Gcelem je maximéalné omezit nasili pro-
vazejici véalky a chranit osoby, které se ozbrojeného konfliktu
netcastni. Cesky ¢erveny kiiz je od roku 2005 akreditovan Minis-
terstvem skolstvi, mladeze a télovychovy pro vzdélavaci program
Zaklady mezinarodniho humanitarniho prava.

Kurz o rozsahu 25 hodin je uréen predevsim pedagogiim - udi-
teldm zékladnich a stfednich $kol, ale i ostatnim zajemctm z rad

verejnosti, ozbrojenych sborl, novinard, HZS, CCK a dalgim. Ve
spolupraci s armadou CR gkoli Cesky cerveny kiiZ i jeji piisludniky.

FRIENDLY PLACES

The project aims to create an international network of certified
service providers (mainly in the field of accommodation services,
culture, sports, and entertainment and catering) which would be
able to provide the clients, customers or visitors with all kinds of
handicaps with professional and available services.

The certification, apart from a 20-hour course, also entitles to
providing qualified assessment of space availability for people
with specific needs - i.e. persons with limited locomotive facul-
ties, people with sensory impairments or seniors.

In the course of 5 years, the project saw almost one thousand
trainees from 53 organizations.

Some of our clients are Ceska sporitelna, Botanical Garden, and
county councils of the South Moravian, Karlovy Vary, Hradec
Kréalové or Plzen regions, National Library and numerous hotels.

RECOVERY STAYS

FOR DISABLED CHILDREN

In 2014, these stays were organised by three Local Branches in
total. Domestic recovery stays focus on children with poor health
who cannot partake in regular children’s camps due to their
chronic illness or due to their need for increased medical care.
Recovery stays were devised as a follow-up to preventive treat-
ment and educational care provided to these children through-
out the year. The domestic recovery stays were organised for
children diagnosed with enuresis nocturna, epilepsy and mental
disorder.

CRC TRACING SERVICE

In 2014, this specialised service of the CRC dealt with 1864
requests placed mainly in order to search for migrating family
members from Asia and Africa separated on their way to Eu-
rope. Searches for missing persons from World War I, secur-
ing of documents related to war persecution and the search for
graves of soldiers who died during the Second World War con-
tinued. A lot of effort was also devoted to searching for people
with whom their families suddenly lost contact due to medical or
other serious reasons.

PUBLISHING ACTIVITIES

As part of its publishing activities, the Czech Red Cross publishes
manuals and publications intended for internal use by the CRC
as well as for the needs of general public.

Traditionally published titles included the “Young Medic Maga-
zine” and the CRC 2013 Annual Report.

INTERNATIONAL HUMANITARIAN LAW

Humanitarian law comprises international norms applicable dur-
ing armed conflicts. Their purpose is to minimise violence that
goes hand in hand with wars and to protect persons not involved
in the armed conflict. Since 2005, the Czech Red Cross has been
accredited by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports to
carry out the Foundations of International Humanitarian Law ed-
ucational programme. As a result of this accreditation, the CRC
organised an educational programme entitled Foundations of
International Humanitarian Law.

The 25-hour course is aimed especially at primary and secondary
school teachers as well as all those interested members of public,
armed forces, journalists, HZS, CRC and others. In collaboration
with the Czech army, the CRC trains members of the armed forces.
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6. DETSKA ODBORNA LECEBNA CH. G. MASARYKOVE - BUKOVANY
6. CH. G. MASARYK SPECIALIZED CHILDREN’S SANATORIUM - BUKOVANY

Détska odborna Ié¢ebna Ch. G. Masarykové sidli v arealu zamku
Bukovany, jeho? zfizovatelem je Cesky &erveny kiiz. Je druhou
nejstarsi respiraéni lé¢ebnou v Cechéach - byla oteviena 18. erv-
na 1931.

Détska odborné lécebna Ch. G. Masarykové je akreditované
zdravotnické zarizeni a splfiuje tak vSechny standardy vyplyva-
jici z pozadavkl ceskych i mezinarodnich norem pro bezpecny
provoz zdravotnického zarizeni a poskytované zdravotni péce
véetné materidlniho vybaveni.

Ma kapacitu 90 lGzek a je uréena détem od jednoho roku do
18 let. Lékarska péce je zamérena na nemoci hornich cest dycha-
cich, astma, alergie a kozni nemoci. Naklady spojené s Ié¢bou
jsou hrazeny zdravotnimi pojistovnami. Soucasti péce je i pred-
Skolni vychova déti a skolni vyuka véetné cizich jazykd. Lécebna
zajistuje také pobyty déti s doprovodem. Rocné se zde odléci
priblizné 400 pacientd.

Pro malé pacienty, jejich rodice, ale i mnohé navstévniky se zde
kazdoro¢né koné rada kulturnich, spolecenskych a uméleckych
akci. Zahradni slavnosti, benefi¢ni koncerty nebo rezbarska sym-
pozia se jiz staly slavnym pojmem nejen v lécebné, ale i v okoli
a prirozené¢ se t&ési velkému zajmu Siroké verejnosti.

Ch. G. Masaryk Children’s Specialized Sanatorium, located on
the premises of the Chateau Bukovany, is the second oldest res-
piratory hospital in the Czech Republic, founded by the CRC.
The hospital was opened on 18 June 1931.

The Ch. G. Masaryk Children’s Specialized Sanatorium is an ac-
credited healthcare facility meeting all the norms specified by
the United Accreditation Commission, and as such is deemed
a safe medical facility suitable for medical operation, including
all equipment.

As of today, it sleeps 90 persons and attends to children aged
1-18 years. The healthcare here focuses on treatment of upper
respiratory tract diseases, asthma, allergies and skin diseases.
The costs of the provided healthcare are covered by insurance.
Pre-school and school education, including foreign languages,
comes as part of the services. The facility also caters for stays of
accompanied children. Yearly, some 400 patients seek treatment
here.

The small patients, their parents as well as visitors can find the
premises often used as a venue for a number of cultural and so-
cial events, garden parties, charity concerts, wood-carving sym-
posiums and other social events, for which the sanatorium has
become very popular far and wide.
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7. DOMY SENIORU CESKEHO CERVENEHO KRIZE
7. CZECH RED CROSS HOMES FOR THE ELDERLY

Cesky &erveny kiiz zacal budovat domy pro seniory po povod-
nich v roce 1997, a to jak z Fondu humanity CCK, tak z finanénich
prostredkd darovanych Némeckym cervenym krizem. Celkem
pét domU seniord bylo po dokonceni predano obcim (Hulin,
Napajedla, Lou¢na nad Desnou, Ceska Ves, Litovel) a dva domy
(Moravsky Pisek, Ostrozska Nové Ves) provozuje a vlastni Cesky
Eerveny kiiz. V téchto zafizenich CCK poskytuje seniortim ubyto-
vaci a dalsi sluzby.

Velky areél pro seniory byl od roku 2005 budovan v Praze 6-Brev-
nové. Nese nazev Daim seniorti CCK Hvézda a seniofi zde vyu-
zivaji celkem 47 ubytovacich apartménd véetné doplrikovych slu-
zeb. K dispozici maji asistenéni a zdravotni sluzbu, bezpeénostni
sluzbu a ostrahu, ordinaci smluvniho Iékare, zajisténi dovozu na-
kup@ a nové také moderni jidelnu a bufet. Pro odpocinek senio-
rdm slouzi zahrada s jezirkem a hristém na pétanque.

The CRC began with construction of homes for the elderly fol-
lowing the floods of 1997, financing the project from both the
CRC Humanity Fund, as well as from financial resources donated
by the German Red Cross. A total of five houses were handed
over to the municipalities upon completion (Hulin, Napajedla,
Lou¢na nad Desnou, Ceska Ves, Litovel), and two other homes
(Moravsky Pisek, Ostrozska Nova Ves) are owned and operated
by the CRC, which provides seniors with accommodation and
other services.

A large facility for the elderly was under construction from 2005
in Prague 6, Brevnov. Called CRC Home For the Elderly Hvéz-
da, the home features a total of 47 suites, including additional
services. For instance, assistance and healthcare service, non-
stop supervision and security, a doctor’s office, as well as food
and grocery delivery. Recently, a modern dining hall and a snack
counter were opened. A garden with lake and a pétanque court
are at the disposal in the relaxation zone.
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8. MLADEZ CCK (M-

Miadez CCK je zvladtni slozkou pisobici v ramci Ceského cerve-
ného kiize, ktera pod nazvem Mladez Ceskoslovenského cerve-
ného krize vznikla v roce 1990. Po rozdéleni federace se v roce
1993 preménila na Mladez Ceského ¢erveného kiize (M-CCK).
Jejimi ¢leny jsou déti a mladi lidé ve véku od 6 do 26 let. Hnuti
ma svdj vlastni program, ktery je soucasti programu Spolecnosti
CCK. Zaméfuje se predeviim na socialni, zdravotné-preventivni
a humanitarni oblast.

Zakladnimi cili Mladeze CCK jsou podpora vyvoje mladych lidi
k samostatné osobnosti, vytvareni vhodnych podminek k jejich
seberealizaci a tvorba programd v duchu humanitarnich princi-
pt Cerveného kiize. Svymi aktivitami a programy vede M-CCK
mladé lidi k zodpovédnosti v socidlnim jednani, v jejich zivoté
a zdravi.

M-CCK je dritelkou titulu Organizace uznana MSMT pro oblast
prace s détmi a mladezi na obdobi 2011-2015. Tento dokument
je formou statni garance kvality ¢innosti uznané organizace, udé-
lenf titulu je moralnim ocenénim prace M-CCK. M-CCK je rovnéz
dritelkou akreditace MSMT pro kurz Hlavni vedouci détskych
tabor0.

Hlavni ¢innost M-CCK byla realizovana v ramci projektu Déti —
Podpora aktivit pro déti a mladez do 26 let, ktery byl podpo-
ren Ministerstvem skolstvi, mladeze a t€lovychovy dotaci ve vysi
270 000 K¢. Cast prostiedkd byla vyuZita na pokryti nakladi sou-
visejicich s koordinaci projektu, celkem 163 200 K¢ bylo rozdé-
leno na zakladé dorucenych zadosti mezi OS CCK na podporu
pravidelnych, jednodennich a vicedennich akci pro déti a mla-
dez - necleny ve véku do 26 let.
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¢CK) 8. CRC YOUTH

CRC Youth is a special division operated as a part of the Czech
Red Cross. It was established in 1990 under the name of Czecho-
slovak Red Cross Youth. After the division of the federation in
1993 it was renamed the Czech Red Cross Youth. The members
of the CRC Youth are children and young people aged 6 to 26.
The movement has its own programme, which falls under the
CRC programme. The activities of the CRC Youth focus on social
issues, health prevention and humanitarian areas.

The principal activity of the CRC Youth is to support a healthy
and individual growth in young people, to create suitable oppor-
tunities for their self-fulfilment and to come up with programmes
following humanitarian principles of the Red Cross association.
Its activities and programmes strive to lead the CRC Youth to
responsibility in social interaction, their lives and health.

The CRC Youth has been awarded the title Organisation rec-
ognised by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports in the
area of work with children and youth for the 2011-2015 peri-
od. This document is a form of state guarantee of quality and its
awarding is a moral reward for the work of the CRC Youth. The
CRC Youth course Children’s Camp Supervisor has also been
accredited by the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports.

The principal activity of the CRC Youth has been realized through
the project Children - Support of leisure activities for children
and youth of up to 26 years, and which has received financial sup-
port from the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sports amounting
CZK 270,000. Part of the finances was used to cover expenses as-
sociated with project coordination, and based on the delivered ap-
plications, CZK 163,200 were distributed to CRC Local Branches
as support of regular, day and several days events for children and
youth of up to 26 years who are not CRC members.




CiLE A PRIORITY PROJEKTU

Cilem projektu bylo nabidnout a realizovat na regionalni Grovni
aktivity, které byly uréeny pro neorganizované déti a mladez. Ci-
lovou skupinou projektu tedy byli neclenové organizace, kterym
bylo nabizeno smysluplné vyuziti volného ¢asu formou UGcasti na
danych aktivitach.

Projekt se zamé&ruje na déti a mladez, jez nejsou cleny nasi orga-
nizace. V ramci tohoto projektu probihaji nasledujici dil¢i akce:
Koordinace projektu - hlavnim Ukolem je vytvorit odpovidajici
administrativni zazemi, aby bylo mozné realizovat aktivity; Vnitrni
vzdélavani - tento dil¢i projekt je zaméren na zajemce o cinnost
s cilovou skupinou, zajisténi, organizaci a realizaci vzdélavacich se-
minard a akci, které pomohou ¢lentim pfi jejich préci s Sirokou ve-
rejnosti, détmi, mladeZi, a to véetné jedincli ohrozenych socialnim
vyloucenim; Volnocasové aktivity pro déti a mladez - spocivaji
v zajistovani pravidelnych schiizek, jednodennich ¢i vicedennich
akci pro neorganizované déti a mladez. VSechny tyto ¢asti probéh-
ly v souladu s projektem na zékladé stanoveného a schvaleného
harmonogramu. Jednotlivé aktivity byly realizovany v prabéhu ce-
|ého roku, prioritou v rdmci programu byla podpora pravidelnych
aktivit pro déti a mladez, tedy volnocasovych krouzkd. Tém byla

také vyc¢lenéna nejvétsi finanéni podpora.

ZAPOJENI CILOVYCH SKUPIN A PARTNERSTVi

Cilovou skupinou projektu jsou neorganizované déti a mladez,
tedy neclenové organizace - Siroké verejnost ve véku 6-26 let,
a to véetné jedinct ohroZenych socialnim vylouc¢enim. Ti jsou do
projektu zapojovani jednak jako uzivatelé nabizenych sluzeb -
volnocasovych krouzkt (pravidelnych aktivit) ¢i jednorézovych
akci (jednodennich nebo vicedennich). Dalsi ¢ast podporenych
osob tvorf Siroké verejnost, kterd se seznamuje s ¢innosti orga-
nizace na akcich realizovanych u pfilezitosti vyznamnych dni
v ramci CCK. Jde napiiklad o Den Cerveného kifze nebo Svétovy
den prvni pomoci. Aktivity obou dil¢ich projektt se konaly primo
v oblastech - pocet realizovanych akci a podporenych osob je
uveden nize.

DOPAD PROJEKTU A JEHO VYSTUPY

Projekt umoznuje realizaci volnoc¢asovych aktivit pro déti a mla-
de, které nejsou organizovany v M-CCK, nejsou tedy ¢leny Ces-
kého cerveného krize. Naopak jeho clenové vytvareji akce, pri
nichz se déti a mladeZ seznamuiji s Mezinarodnim hnutim Cerve-
ného kiize a Cerveného ptilmésice, poznavaji jeho historii, prin-
cipy a plsobnost a uci se velmi ddlezité zaklady prvni pomoci
a jeji poskytovani. Timto zpdsobem je nabidnut prostor pro se-
berealizaci zdjemcdm a moznost vhodného a uzite¢ného traveni
volného casu. V oblasti pravidelnych volnoc¢asovych aktivit pro
neorganizované déti jsou prioritami krouzky pro zéky zékladnich
a stfednich Skol. Konkrétnimi vystupy z projektu jsou nize uvede-
né akce a podporené osoby. Projekt méa pozitivni dopad, a to ze-
jména diky Gdzkému propojeni realizatord akce (mistnich skupin
CCK, oblastnich spolkii CCK) s regionem, pro jeho? obyvatele
je akce urcena. Tento systém umoznuje realizovat akce podle
potreb regionu s prihlédnutim k podminkédm a situaci. Jedinci,
kteri se na aktivitach podileji a zabezpecuji akce pro cilovou sku-
pinu, jsou Uzce spjati s regionem a dokazou tak primo reagovat
na jeho pozadavky.

PROJECT MISSION AND PRIORITIES

The project aims on a regional level to offer and organise activi-
ties designated for children and youth who are not members of
the CRC, i.e. the target group of the project. We offered them
quality leisure time through participation in individual activities.
The project targets were met, the stages of individual activities
monitored and consequently also assessed based on the delive-
red reports.

PROJECT FORM, TOPICS AND METHODS

OR APPROACHES USED

The project focuses on children and youth who are non-mem-
bers of our organization. As a part of the project, the following
steps take place: Project coordination - the main task of which
is to provide the necessary administration background so as to
put the activities into effect; Internal training - the project aims
at participants interested in engaging in activities with the target
group, arrangement, organisation and realization of education
seminars and events, which are intended to help the members
with their work with the general public, children and youth, with
potentially socially marginalized individuals included; Leisure
activities for children and youth - consisting of setting up the
regular meetings, one day or several day events for children and
youth who are non-members of CRC. All these parts were in ac-
cordance with the project’s given and approved schedule. The
individual activities took place in course of the whole year, with
most important weight carried by regular children and youth
activities, i.e. leisure interest groups, which received the biggest
portion of financial support.

TARGET GROUP ENGAGEMENT AND PARTNERSHIP

The project’s target group is children and youth who are
non-members of the organization - i.e. public aged 6-26, in-
cluding potentially socially marginalized individuals. These are
engaged as end users of the offered services - leisure interest
groups (regular activities) or one-time events (one day or several
days). The other part supported by the project is the general
public that gets familiarized with our activities through events or-
ganized on the occasion of important CRC days. For instance the
Red Cross Day or the World First Aid Day. The project activities
took place in the respective regions - the number of events and
supported people to be found below.

PROJECT IMPACT AND RESULTS

The project enables organization of leisure activities for children
and youth, who are not members of CRC-Youth or CRC per se.
CRC members, on the contrary, hold events during which these
children and youth are introduced to the International Red Cross
and Red Crescent Movement, learn about its history, principles
and scope of its activities and get a hands-on experience of the
crucial basics of first aid. In this way, the interested participants
are provided with necessary space for self-fulfillment and a use-
ful means of spending a quality leisure time. As far as regular
leisure activities for non-members are concerned, the priorities
rest with interest groups for elementary school pupils and high
school students. The specific results of the project are described
below, events and supported persons included. The project has
a positive impact, mainly based on a close connection between
the event organizers (CRC Local Groups, CRC Local Branches)
and the individual regions whose population is targeted by the
respective events. This system allows organizing events suited to
the needs of the region while taking into account the conditions
and current situation. Individuals who engage in such activities
and organize events are closely connected to the region and thus
can respond accordingly to its needs.



VIDITELNOST PROJEKTU A VYUZITi VYSLEDKU

Informace o aktivitach projektu byly zverejiiovany zejména na in-
ternetovych strankach CCK a také na socialnich sitich. Zde byly
prezentovany predevsim akce Ustredni a akce, které byly svym
rozsahem nadregionalni a mohly by tak zajimat i ¢leny jinych
oblastnich skupin. Informace o jednotlivych aktivitdch a akcich
realizovanych organiza¢nimi jednotkami (mistnimi skupinami,
oblastnimi spolky) byly prezentovany a nabizeny zejména pro-
sttednictvim webovych stranek jednotlivych OS CCK a také jejich
G¢td na socialnich sitich. Pravé ty se v rdmci projektu staly velmi
¢asto vyuzivanym komunikacnim prostredkem. Prezentace akci
probihala zptsobem obvyklym pro dany region (napriklad vaz-
by na skoly, které navstévuji ¢clenové dané organizaéni jednotky,
v mistnich periodikdch a médiich - lokdIni noviny a magaziny,
radia a televize). Veskeré podklady jsou uchovany v archivech
jednotlivych oblastnich skupin. Vysledky a vystupy projektu jsou
vyuzivany jako prostredky zp&tné vazby (ohlasy jsou zpracovava-
ny a na jejich zakladé jsou pfijimany odpovidajici kroky). Sitent
vysledkl a vystupl projektu probiha zejména prostrednictvim
socidlnich siti a internetovych stranek organizacénich slozek i na
centralnim webu.

VYHODNOCENI PROJEKTU A NAVAZNE AKTIVITY

O realizaci akci a aktivit na oblastni Grovni byly pofizovéany za-
veérecné zpravy, které jsou soucasti vyuctovani jednotlivych akci
podporenych ze ziskané dotace. Vyhodnocovani realizace pro-
jektu, naplnovani cild a dopadt projektu probihalo pribézné po
cely rok zasilanim jednotlivych zavérecnych zprav a informaci
o uskute¢nénych akcich, pripadné shrnujicich zprav zverejriova-
nych na webu. Lze konstatovat, ze cile projektu byly naplnény,
o ¢emz svedci také pocet realizovanych akci a oslovenych ¢i za-
pojenych jedinct z ¥ad ne¢lent CCK, tedy osob z cilové skupiny
projektu.

+ Celkem bylo diky projektu Déti podporeno 2 651 osob z defi-
nované cilové skupiny a 12 osob z fad &lenti CCK, kte¥f se vzdél4-
vali, aby byli schopni pracovat s cilovou skupinou v rémci progra-
mu. Prioritou pro rok 2014 byly pravidelné akce, které probihaly
v 19 regionech a jejichz prostrednictvim bylo osloveno 469 osob
z cilové skupiny.

PROJECT PUBLICITY AND RESULT PRESENTATION

Project activity information has been published primarily on the
CRC website and its social media profiles. This is where CRC
presented its core events and events which extended its region-
al scope and thus had potential of drawing attention on part of
members from other regional groups. Information covering in-
dividual activities and events organized by various units (Local
Groups, Local Branches) was published mainly via websites of
the CRC Local Branches as well as their respective social media
profiles, which turned out to be a frequently used means of com-
munication. The events were put on the public’'s map in ways
common for each particular region (for instance with regard to
the ties to schools visited by members of particular organization
unit, local print and media - local newspapers and magazines,
radios and TV channels). All materials are archived by the indi-
vidual Local Branches. Project results and assessments are used
as means of feedback (feedback results are analyzed and neces-
sary steps then taken). The results and assessments are mainly
presented through social media and internet websites of the or-
ganizing units, as well as on the central CRC website.

PROJECT EVALUATION AND FOLLOW-UP ACTIVITIES

Final reports, which are part of account of expenses of indivi-
dual events funded from received donations, were made on the
organized regional events and activities. Project assessment, ful-
filling of targets and project impact were carried out throughout
the whole year by means of regular reporting and information
about the held events or through summary reports posted on the
website. It may be stated that the project targets were met, which
is shown through the number of held events and addressed or
engaged non-members of the CRC, i.e. people from the very
same target group.

The priorities in
2014 rested with regular events held in 19 regions and thanks
to which 469 people out of the target group were addressed.
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VODNIi ZACHRANNA SLUZBA CCK (VZS €CK)

Vodni zachranna sluzba Ceského &erveného kiize je nestatni ne-
ziskova organizace, ¢len International Life Saving Federation of
Europe. Jejim hlavnim poslanim je preventivni a zachranna ¢in-
nost u vodnich ploch, prfiprava a vycvik svych ¢lend véetné déti
a mladeze a rozvoj vodniho zachranného sportu. Pri sluzbach
na vodnich plochéach, pripadné pfri zivelnich katastrofach a obec-
ném ohrozeni, v ramci Integrovaného zachranného systému,
zabranuji vyskoleni ¢lenové vaznym drazdm, utonutim a mate-
ridlnim ztratam.

Svou piipravenost zdokonaluje 1 200 ¢lenti VZS CCK v propra-
covaném systému Skoleni a doskolovani a také pri postupovych
soutézich, které kazdoroéné vrcholi mistrovstvimi republiky jed-
notlivel, druzstev, déti a mladeze. Reprezentace Vodni zachran-
né sluzby CCK se tG&astni i mezinarodnich zavodd a mistrovstvi.

HORSKA SLUZBA CR (HS CR)

Zakladni ¢innost horské sluzby je organizovana a financovana
obecné prospésnou spole¢nosti Horska sluzba CR, ktera celo-
ro¢né zaméstnava 68 profesionalnich zachranard a 5 administ-
rativnich pracovnikd. Pro jednotlivé sluzby a mimoradné udalosti
v horskych oblastech jsou nadale vyuzivani dobrovolni ¢lenové.
V roce 2014 evidovala HS CR 410 dobrovolnik(l, 37 &ekate-
10 a 24 l1ékard, kteri zasahovali za zimni a letni sezonu celkem
v 6 512 pripadech.

Horska sluzba CR puisobi v sedmi horskych oblastech - Suma-
va, Krusné hory, Jizerské hory, Krkonose, Orlické hory, Jeseniky
a Beskydy, ve kterych zejména organizuje a provadi zachranné
a patraci akce v horském terénu, poskytuje prvni pomoc, zajis-
tuje transport zranénych a nemocnych, stard se o provoz za-
chrannych a ohlasovacich stanic Horské sluzby, provadi instalaci
a udrzbu vystraznych a informacnich zarizeni. Mezi dalsi aktivity
patfi edi¢ni a edukacéni ¢innost, zpracovani statistickych tdaja ¢i
hlidkova sluzba na hrebenech hor.

SKALNI ZACHRANNA SLUZBA

CHKO BROUMOVSKO 0. S.

Poslanim a cilem Skalni zachranné sluzby CHKO Broumovsko je
pomoc pfi zachrannych pracich profesionalnich slozek Integro-
vaného zachranného systému Kralovéhradeckého kraje tzemni-
ho odboru Nachod, zejména Hasi¢ského zachranného sboru,
Zdravotnické zachranné sluzby a Policie CR. Tato pomoc obsa-
huje predevsim poskytnuti prvni predlékarské pomoci, vyprosté-
ni postizenych z nepfistupnych mist, transport v nepristupném
terénu k dopravnim prostredkim ¢i pomoc pfi patracich akcich
v nebezpeéném terénu.

WATER RESCUE SERVICE OF THE CRC

The Water Rescue Service of the Czech Red Cross is a non-gov-
ernmental, non-profit organisation and a member of the Inter-
national Life Saving Federation of Europe. Its main mission is to
provide preventive and rescue services near water, preparation
and training of its own members including children and youth
and the development of water rescue sports. During regular ser-
vice or natural disasters and general threats under the Integrated
Rescue System (IRS), its trained members prevent serious injury,
drowning and loss of property.

The members of the CRC Water Rescue Service increase their
preparedness through a carefully devised system of schooling
and training as well as through participation in competitions.
The competitions climax each year at the individual, team, chil-
dren and youth National Championships. The CRC Water Res-
cue Service team also takes part in international competitions
and championships whenever possible.

MOUNTAIN RESCUE SERVICE

The main activities of the Mountain Rescue Service of the Czech
Republic continue to be organised and financed by the Mountain
Rescue Service of the Czech Republic, which annually employs
68 professional rescue workers and 5 administrative workers.
Volunteer members of the Mountain Rescue Service are used
for individual services and for emergency situations in mountain
areas. In 2014, the Mountain Rescue Service registered 410 vol-
unteers, 37 candidates and 24 doctors, all of whom were called
to total of 6,512 cases over the summer and winter seasons.
The Mountain Rescue Service of the Czech Republic operates
in 7 mountain areas - Sumava, Krugné hory, Jizerské hory,
Krkonose, Orlické hory, Jeseniky and Beskydy, where it organ-
ises and carries out rescue activities and searches for missing
persons in mountainous terrains, provides first aid, organises
transportation of the injured and ill, ensures the operation of
Mountain Rescue Service stations, and installs and maintains
warning and information systems. Among its other activities are
publishing and education, stats processing or patrol service on
the mountain crests.

ROCK RESCUE SERVICE OF THE BROUMOVSKO O. S.
NATURE RESERVE

The mission and aim of the Rock Rescue Service of the Brou-
movsko Nature Reserve is to help during rescue operations the
other professional units of the Integrated Rescue Service of the
Hradec Krélové region, the territorial division Nachod in particu-
lar, i.e. the Fire Brigade, the Medical Rescue Service and the Po-
lice. This help mainly includes provision of pre-medical first aid,
the extrication of the injured from inaccessible locations, trans-
portation to rescue vehicles in inaccessible terrains and help dur-
ing missing person searches in dangerous terrains.



SVAZ ZACHRANNYCH BRIGAD KYNOLOGU CR

(SZBK CR)

SZBK CR je zakladajicim ¢lenem mezinarodni organizace IRO,
koordinujici dnes ¢innost 42 organizaci z celého svéta. Svaz sdru-
zuje Cleny zabyvajici se vycvikem psl ve vyhledavani Zivych i mrt-
vych osob v nejréznéjsich prostredich - od zimnich snéhovych
podminek pres neprostupné prirodni terény, vyhledavani v su-
tinach poborenych domd, tovéren a objektl az po vyhledavani
utonulych osob pod vodni hladinou. V roce 2014 se zastupci
SZBK CR tradi¢né zucastnili Mistrovstvi svéta zachrannych psti
a organizovali také 34. mistrovstvi republiky. Za zminku jisté stojf
skute¢nost, ze SZBK CR ma nejvice atestovanych psovodii na
svéte a disponuje tymem pro nasazeni v zahranici.

SPELEOLOGICKA ZACHRANNA SLUZBA

CESKE SPELEOLOGICKE SPOLECNOSTI (SZS CSS)

SZS CSS je zamétena na zachranu osob pii nehodach v jesky-
nich, kde nemuze jiny zachranny sbor zasdhnout predevsim
z diivodu neznalosti tohoto extrémniho prostiedi. SZS CSS je
organizovéna ve dvou stanicich s dosahem po celém UGzemi
Ceské republiky - stanice Cechy a Morava. Zaroven je soucasti
Integrovaného zachranného systému. Plsobi v ni 30 zkusenych
jeskynard, kteri prochazeji pravidelnym vycvikem a kteri jsou
schopni poskytnout kvalifikovanou pomoc ve velmi obtiznych
podminkach spletitych jeskynnich systémd. Kromé zachranarské
¢innosti porada SZS CSS pravidelné lezecké vycvikové akce pro
jeskynare i Sirsi verejnost.

MEDICLINICA.S.

Spole¢nost MediClinic se stala kolektivnim &lenem Ceského ¢er-
veného krize 20. fijna 2010, kdy byla podepséana Smlouva o ko-
lektivnim ¢lenstvi. MediClinic je nejvétsi soukromy poskytovatel
ambulantni Iékai'ské péce v Ceské republice. Provozuje 140 am-
bulanci nejriiznéjsich specializaci ve velkych i mensich méstech
s cilem zvysit dostupnost ambulantni péce v Ceské republice.
Stara se tak o zdravi vice nez 170 000 pacientd. Klicové aktivi-
ty spolecnosti MediClinic se v névaznosti na kolektivni ¢lenstvi
zamérovaly predevsim na cilenou edukaci pacientd v oblasti
bezprispévkového darcovstvi krve, dale na problematiku prvni
pomoci ¢i na témata souvisejici se zdravym zivotnim stylem. Pro-
stfednictvim pediatrickych ordinaci spolecnosti MediClinic byly
také distribuovany edié¢ni tituly CCK zamérené na déti a oblast
predlékarské prvni pomoci.

RESCUE DOG BRIGADE UNION

OF THE CZECH REPUBLIC

The Rescue Dog Brigade Union of the Czech Republic is the
founding member of the international organisation IRO that
currently co-ordinates the activities of 42 organisations all over
the world. The Union brings together personnel training dogs
to search for living as well as dead people in all sorts of environ-
ments - winter conditions, inaccessible natural terrain, rubble
of collapsed buildings, factories and other buildings, as well as
searching for drowned people under water. In 2014, the mem-
bers of the Rescue Dog Brigade Union of the Czech Republic
traditionally took part in the World Dog Rescue Championships
and also organized the 34th Czech Republic Championship. It is
worth mentioning that the CR Rescue Dog Brigade Union has
the most attested dog handlers in the world and has a whole
team allocated for service abroad.

SPELEOLOGICAL RESCUE SERVICE

OF THE CZECH SPELEOLOGICAL SOCIETY

The Speleological Rescue Service of the Czech Speleological So-
ciety rescues people during accidents in caves where no other
rescue services may operate due to insufficient knowledge of the
extreme environment. The Speleological Rescue Service of the
Czech Speleological Society has two divisions - Bohemia and
Moravia - that operate all over the Czech Republic. It is a part of
the Integrated Rescue Service (IRS). 30 experienced cavers work
here who undergo regular training and who are capable of pro-
viding qualified help in extremely difficult conditions of cave sys-
tems. Apart from its rescue activities, the Speleological Rescue
Service of the Czech Speleological Society also organises regular
climbing training for cavers and the general public.

MEDICLINICA.S.

The company MediClinic a.s. became a collective member of the
Czech Red Cross on October 20, 2010 upon signing the collec-
tive membership agreement. MediClinic is the biggest private
provider of outpatient care in the Czech Republic. It operates
140 emergency rooms of various specialisations in big cities and
smaller towns. Its aim is to improve accessibility of outpatient
care in the CR. As such it handles medical care of more than
170,000 patients. Its key activities have been, in line with the col-
lective membership, aimed mostly at raising the patients’ aware-
ness about non-remunerated blood donation, first aid training or
issues dealing with a healthy lifestyle. Furthermore, its paediatric
offices have been distributing the CRC titles focusing on children
and pre-medical first aid provision.
